Church Building Task Force 
Files Application For Variance 

 
Grace & Glory has taken its first formal step in 
seeking official clearance from Fluvanna County 
when it comes to developing plans for our 
proposed new worship center to be built on Route 
53. 
 
On the last day of April, the Church Building Task 
Force filed an application for a variance with the 
Fluvanna Zoning Board of Appeals.   Currently, 
the county code stipulates that the front-yard 
setback for the property that we own must be 200 
feet from the roadway.   We own 10 acres of 
property, but such a deep setback would deny us 
the use of several acres for building purposes and 
would severely restrict us as we consider plans for 
possible further expansion and development in the 
years ahead. 
 
Therefore, we have asked the Zoning Board of 
Appeals for a variance that would reduce our 
allotted front-yard setback from 200 feet to 100 
feet.   It usually takes five weeks from the time that 
a variance application is submitted to the time that 
the appeals board meets to review, discuss and act 
on the request.   We anticipate that the Board of 
Appeals will be meeting on Tuesday, June 3, to 
hear and, hopefully, act on our appeal.   Once we 
receive approval, further applications and more 
detailed plans will need to be developed and 
submitted to the Fluvanna County Planning 
Commission.  
 
In the meantime, Church Building Task Force 
members are continuing to review the credentials 
of architects, civil engineers and design-build 
firms that might be invited to bid on various 
phases of our building program.  During the past 
two months, representatives of 13 firms in all have 
been interviewed either in person or by telephone 
to determine their interest in and expertise when it 
comes to the design and eventual construction of 
our new church. 
 
In rating the various candidates, we are currently 
taking into account factors such as these: 
 

-- Their expertise and in-house resources to carry 
out the planned assignment. 

-- Their overall track record in having been 
specifically involved in church architectural 
and design building projects in the past. 

-- Their familiarity with Fluvanna County 
building codes and regulations. 

-- Their familiarity with and commitment to 
building in an evnrionmentally-responsive 
fashion. 

--  Attention to budget details and parameters. 
--  Feedback and recommendations from actual 

users. 
 
A formal Request-for-Proposal will be prepared 
within the coming few weeks and will be sent to 
those firms deemed to have the expertise and 
necessary credentials to best carry out their tasks 
for us. 
 
The congregation will be fully advised about and 
will be asked to participate in any and all decisions 
that ultimately will need to be made concerning 
which architectural, engineering and/or design 
firms to select for this extremely important 
building assignment.

Eco-Building – Summary of Steve Brown’s 
Presentation 
 
According to the Virginia Synod’s Stewardship of 
Life Committee, the first rule of stewardship is to 
care for God’s creation.  In building a church it is 
important to do it in a manner that glorifies God and 
follows his directive to care for creation. 
 
On March 31st Rev. Steve Brown made a 
presentation to a meeting of the Leadership Team 
and Building Committee, which was a condensed 
version of his eco-building workshop attended by 
several members of Grace and Glory on March 8th. 
 
Rev. Brown is chairman of the Virginia Interfaith 
Power and Light organization which is a national 
ministry dedicated to helping congregations become 
more conscious of environmental stewardship; and to 
be faithful stewards of creation in their building 
projects and in their use of utilities. 
 
The ELCA has suggested that congregations connect 
with Interfaith Power and Light for consultation on 
energy efficiency steps and ways to reduce energy 
use.  The ELCA fact sheet on global warming says, 
“Congregations can help prevent global warming 
when they make decisions about remodeling or 
adding on to church buildings.  Green buildings are 
built with care for the environment in mind, using 
environmentally friendly and often money saving 
techniques that can also reduce emissions of global 
warming gasses.” 
 
Reverend Brown explained the scriptural basis for 
environmental stewardship, and examined the extent 
of the problems we have created by over using our 
resources and putting so much carbon dioxide into 
the atmosphere.  In the next decade, the demand for 
electricity is going to increase more than the 
production of electricity will increase, and the cost of 
electricity will greatly increase.  Building in a 
manner to decrease our use of electricity will greatly 
reduce the amount of  carbon dioxide we put into the 
air as a church, thus helping us to follow God’s 
calling to be good stewards of the earth.  It will also 
save us a lot of money in utility bills over many 
years – the life of the church.  This money saved 
could then be used for other purposes, such as 
missions, more staff, or increasing the size of our 
building.  Any additional cost incurred from building 
green is usually recovered in 3-5 years. 
 

  Rev. Brown concluded his talk by briefly touching 
on specific solutions.   Some suggestions were: 
 
1. Situating the church so we would have the option 
of using solar in the future when solar panels become 
affordable in a year or so. 
2. Using geothermal which is ideal for churches, 
saves money, and can heat one part of the church at a 
time. 
3. Situating windows for natural lighting and using 
LED bulbs. 
4. Using energy star appliances, computers, 
windows, etc. (see Energy Star Guidebooks for 
Congregations.) 
5. Using gray water to water with, capturing rain 
water, etc. 
6. Use of insulated water heaters, use a timer, or tank 
less hot water heaters.
