Dear Grace and Glory Congregation:

There is a new initiative in the Evangelical
Lutheran Church in America, which | believe may
be the most powerful one we have yet begun. It is
called the “Book of Faith Initiative.” It aspires for
the Bible to have priority in our lives, in our
congregations, in our households.

Sometimes, in the life of the church, the Bible sits
quietly in the background, like a picture on the
wall. How many times have we begun meetings
with little or no attention to the Scriptures, only to
dive in to the “more important” business of the
church? How many months drift by when the only
encounter we have with the Bible is when we hear
it read in the worship service? My sense is that
burn-out of hard working church members has less
to do with the extent of work being done, and more
to do with the extent to which the Word of God is
shaping the members.

Of course, God means for the “Book of Faith” to
be a source of daily encounter, a catalyst for our
spiritual journey, a mirror of the human condition,
and a beacon of hope in the death, resurrection,
and ascension of our Lord Jesus Christ. Faith is
grown up in us as the power of the Holy Spirit stirs
us in our encounter with the Scriptures and with
God’s people gathered in praise and thanksgiving.

One story which makes this stand out for me is the
story of Philip and the Ethiopian official in Acts 8.
As Philip hopped up into the chariot with him,
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while he was reading aloud from the prophet
Isaiah, he shared with the Ethiopian how God’s
work in Jesus could be seen in the words of the
prophet. The Spirit stirred the official to say to
Philip:  “What is to prevent me from being
baptized?” So they stopped the chariot, and did
just that. The Word is alive and active. As we
open it up, and encounter it, the Holy Spirit is
indeed working in us to make us whole, happy,
people of God.

The adult education planning team has been
exploring, with excitement, ways that we can make
the Book of Faith initiative our own. And what
better day to kick off this adventure into the
Scriptures than when our Virginia Synod Bishop,
Jim Mauney, is among us on Sunday, August 30.

On that day, we’ll focus upon God’s word as we
dedicate, in memory of Herb Meyer, a pulpit Bible
which will be read from each week in worship.
We’ll also give Bibles to those entering second
grade, and those entering confirmation. The adult
education hour will begin again on that day, and
the Bishop will teach a session on the importance
of being rooted in the Word.

The journey begins August 30. We encourage
everyone to begin bringing their Bibles to Sunday
School and worship that Sunday, and EVERY
Sunday, that they may become as familiar to us as
the dashboard of our automobile. What if you
don’t have a Bible? A New Revised Standard
Version (NRSV) is the official version of our



church, but others are certainly acceptable. There
is a new Lutheran Study Bible available at
Augsburg Fortress, the publishing house for the
ELCA. You can see it online at
www.augsburgfortress.org

In September, in adult education and with the
Senior High youth, we’ll be leading three sessions
introducing participants to the Bible and ways to
study it. Then, we’ll be jumping into a study of
the first book, Genesis. No experience is needed to
begin the journey into God’s word--only a heart
willing to take up the initiative. | look forward to
seeing how God fertilizes the soil and brings forth
fruit as we earnestly seek, like the Ethiopian
official, to be rooted in the Book of Faith.

Leadership Team Meeting Summary

The Leadership Team met on July 13, 2009, and
discussed the following:

Treasurer Parsons reported that offerings for the
month of June were down by $3,000.
Summertime giving is historically lower. A tax
problem with the IRS was resolved since a copy of
our canceled payment check was found and
submitted. The method of payment for the youth
trip to New Orleans was discussed; church credit
card versus reimbursement for personal card use.
The youth raised $2,324 to offset the cost of the
trip. There are two adult chaperones and four
youth attending and a van has been rented for
transportation.

Administration chair Teal reported that our
workers” comp insurance policy was switched
from Liberty Mutual to Church Mutual for a
savings of $300-400 a year. Also, our liability
insurance was moved from ELCA insurance to
Church Mutual for an additional $300-400 in
savings.

Administration chair Teal presented draft designs
for a new church logo and the Leadership Team
approved the design of the dove with the leaf and
cross. The designer, Dani Antol, will be asked to

darken or change the colors to make them more
visible.

Pastor Albright reported that the Hurley mission
trip that he and four of our youth attended was a
great experience for all. Terry Shifflett also
reported on her daughter’s experience, which was
very positive, both in learning new skills and also
learning firsthand how some people have to live in
true poverty. Pastor hopes more youth and adults
will attend next year. He also noted that five of
our youth will be attending the Virginia Synod
youth service event in August.

There will be a joint worship service with the
congregation of Salem United Methodist Church at
their facility on August 2. The service will begin
at 10:00 a.m. with a potluck luncheon following
the service. All attendees are asked to bring
backpacks and school supplies for donation to
Fluvanna County schools. A notice about the
change in worship site will be submitted to the
Fluvanna Review.

Worship chair Brown reported that Helen Post has
agreed to serve as co-chair of the Altar Care
Committee, replacing Janet Rockafellow, effective
September 1.

Nominating Committee chair Shaver reported that
the committee is still working to find replacements
for the Evangelism and Administration chairs.
The Team then discussed various solutions for the
difficulty in finding people to serve.

Have you ever noticed whenever you operate
“outside of your comfort zone” that God meets you
there? Somehow, despite that, we are still often
reluctant to go there.

We’ve had a couple of great examples recently of
members of our congregation doing things they
might not otherwise feel comfortable doing.
Several of our youth, along with Pastor Albright,
recently traveled to Hurley, Virginia, one of the
most impoverished areas in this state, to work on
improving the housing situation there. | hope you
were at church to hear Amanda, Katey, Tamara
and Julia recount their experiences about meeting
the poor people in that town, about using
construction skills they didn’t even realize they
had to upgrade the conditions that they found, and
about the blessings and self-knowledge that they
each received in return.

Similarly, although in a very different way, we
were recently treated to a wonderful chimes
presentation by eleven women in our congregation.
Speaking with several of them afterwards, |
learned that they had never performed with chimes
before and had gone into it wondering how it
would even work out. As we all experienced, they
were tremendous. | hope we get to hear them
more often.

In both instances what came through loud and
clear to me was that the congregational members
in question were willing to try something that they
didn’t necessarily feel very comfortable doing, but
which they had a strong feeling in their hearts that
God wanted them to do. In each case He blessed
their willingness to serve in this new capacity. As
we all know, but seem to need to be reminded over
and over again, God doesn’t ask us to be
successful, just willing.

The other great aspect of stepping out in faith
beyond your comfort zone is that others see it and
are inspired to do likewise. During the passing of
the peace, after the youth had described their
mission trip experience, two of the youth
challenged me to go with them next year. And you

know what? There’s a good chance that Jane and |
will do just that.

Perhaps there is something you are feeling nudged
to try. With our wonderful youth and women as an
example, | really encourage you to step out in faith
and try whatever it is. And | guarantee that God
will meet you there.

Power in the Spirit

Still wondering what “Power in the Spirit” is? Ask
Janice Brown, Grace Bomberger, Justin and Carol
Wade, Bob and Sue Pickett, or me for we all
attended this absolutely wonderful inspirational
conference sponsored by our Virginia Synod at
Roanoke College July 9-11. This year the
conference focused on the first language of our
faith, that of Scripture. The keynote speaker, the
Reverend Dr. Mark Allen Powell, opened the
conference telling us that the Bible is food, bread
that we need to survive, a dynamic force that can
make things happen. As it engages us, it changes
us. He stressed that throughout the Bible, in both
the Old and New Testaments, it reveals Jesus
Christ to us and preaches both law and gospel: the
law accuses, judges, and condemns us and the
gospel comforts, saves, and redeems us. Scripture
both reveals and heals our brokenness; both of
these messages are present all through the Bible.
The law makes us fear God and the gospel makes
us love God. Everything in the Bible brings us to
Jesus Christ since the ultimate goal of God’s Word
is to bring us into relationship with Jesus Christ
who sets us right with God, and then redeemed we
take delight in the law. As we read each passage
in the Bible we need to consider how it shows us
Christ and Christ’s will for us in how we should
live.

These same themes were stressed in the second
keynote address and two very illuminating Bible
studies all given by Dr. Powell, as well as in the
four separate workshops that | happened to choose
from the 32 offered on quite a variety of topics.
All were thought provoking and the best thing was
to have been in dialogue on these topics with other
Lutherans from all over our state! Mark your
calendars now to join in that conversation next
year, July 8-10. The music presenter will be Marty
Haugen, composer of one of my favorite settings
for our service, “Now the Feast and Celebration”
(167), and two of my favorite hymns, “All Are
Welcome” (641) and “Shepherd Me, O God”
(780).

The ELCA Book of Faith Initiative helps us
explore the Bible in terms of these key themes
stressed by Dr. Powell and the other presenters,

including Dave Delaney, who formerly served St.
Mark in the Campus Ministry there and who is
now Director for Youth & Young Adult Ministries
for the Virginia Synod. The Augsburg Fortress
Press has just published a “must-have companion”
for your Bible study entitled the Lutheran Study
Bible using the New Revised Standard Version
translation. The hardcover edition sells for $35,
but if we order 10 or more, the price would be just
$25.
